State police (e.g. highway
patrol), municipal police, or
county sheriff seize private
property

Seizing agency transfers
seized property to U.S.
Attorney General/federal
government

l

U.S. Attorney General
performs administrative
forfeiture on seized

property

If owner challenges
forfeiture, he must prove
his innocence to have
property returned.

Federal government sells
forfeited property.

At sole discretion of U.S.

Attorney General, up to
» 80% of proceeds can be
returned to seizing agency.

Seizing agency uses
forfeiture revenues to apply
for federal grants
(leveraged 3 to 1).

On a discretionary basis,
U.S. Attorney General has
sole authority to award
grant.
